Woody Weeds
Garden Plants Going Bush
Weeds are nuisance plants growing in the wrong place. Weeds are a significant problem in the Mount Majura nature reserve.
Suburban gardens are the source of many woody weeds found in the reserve. Birds eat the fruits of plants and disperse the seeds into the bushland.

Exotic winter berry plants like privet, cotoneaster and firethorn benefit Currawongs. Unnaturally large Currawong populations have the potential to knock out rare and declining woodland birds. 

Help protect local bushland 
· Choose safe plants for your garden;

· Check your garden plants are not potential weeds;

· Remove weed species; take advantage of the Weed Swap events in spring and autumn;
· Don’t dump garden debris in the nature reserve; depose garden debris at green waste recycle sites or use a trash bag service;

· Join the woody weeds working parties of your local parkCare group.
