The meeting opened at 11am with a short report from Waltraud, the coordinator.
 
Members then identified successes and areas for improvement from 2009.
 
Successes
Tree planting
Good progress on woody weeds
New walking path
Rabbit burrow mapping
Volunteers’ contributions 
Need to improve
Reduce expectations for numbers coming to weed
Concern for erosion potential
Poor follow up after planting: possible leaflet ‘How to help your tree survive’; Possible guardianship of trees for aftercare with reward or recognition eg ribbons
Need to encourage weeding at times other than working bees.
  
Activities for 2010
Rabbits. Members to monitor the major burrows on their walks. Meeting (1 hour only) in late May to discuss results from contractors’ rabbit control. Liese to ‘doodle’ for meeting time.
Woody weeds. Working bees on 21/02, 21/03 and 18/04 on the north western slopes of Mt Majura.
Talks/walks. Waltraud has organised a guided walk on ants for 28th February and will also organise 2 more; a winter walk for trees and a spring walk for flowers. Cynthia will check out the possibility for a bird walk and Len will ask the rangers about a spot light night walk.
Clean-up day 7th March. Waltraud will register FoMM’s participation from 10am to 1pm with Clean-up Australia. [Richard Larsen registered earlier this week, for 3 hours from 9am to 12noon.]  Liese will register volunteers on the day.
Downer Community Day 27th March. Andrew offered to organise and sit on the FoMM stall with help from Noel and Christine. Waltraud will send Andrew contact details to borrow a display trailer.
World Environment Day 6th June. Lots of ideas for activities discussed. Waltraud happy to organise and will email for help eg with publicity, closer to the day.
National Tree Day 1st August. A smaller event than last year without registering with the national organization. Will focus on re-planting where trees or shrubs have died. Waltraud, with help from Melissa, Luisa and Len, will start preparing by identifying the areas, the species, the numbers for each species and the sourcing of the seedlings. Liese will doodle a meeting for late June to organise the day. (Melissa, Waltraud and Cynthia expressed interest.) This meeting will also allocate responsibility for organizing the September and October working bees, which may be weeding around seedlings or controlling herbaceous weeds. August working bee cancelled.
Woody weeds 16th May. Waltraud will decide location.
June and July working bees. These 2 will focus on horehound. No need for PCL trailer. Noel offered to organise the publicity and sacks with help from Len.
  
Other activities
 
Seed collection. Usually in December or January during holiday period. Timing depends on weather. Waltraud will organise and advertise by email.
Construction of a second island in the Mt Majura dam. This is a project for Len and Noel, to help Australian grebes find a nesting site.
A winter outing to identify and treat serrated tussock. Also to record their location with GPS and return later to ensure the treatment was successful. Waltraud to organise.
Gauge interest for a one hour tour conducted by a ranger to improve our weed identification skills. It will be open to volunteers from other groups as well. Waltraud to organise.
Waltraud to discuss ‘frilling’ as a treatment for woody weeds to reduce shelter for rabbits at her next meeting with PCL staff.
Meeting with PCL to discuss FoMM plans: Waltraud to circulate email to invite more members as soon as date / time agreed with PCL.
Publicity. Melissa offered to help publicity for events by emailing information to some of her personal contacts. Cynthia and Jenni offered to help Noel with placing posters to announce events.
